PITCH DETAILS and CHARGES

Pitch

For national and large charities/organisations the pitch charge is £12.60 (+VAT

For local and small charities/organisations the pitch charge is £11.90 (+VAT).

A minimum pitch is 3 metres by 3 metres (ie 9 square metres) and this is exclusive of electricity. 

Definition of Pitch

Your pitch is the structure, vehicle or space that you trade/exhibit from. It includes all elements of your trading/exhibiting presence including on-pitch vehicles, storage, tents, guy-ropes, tow bars etc. 

Camping by your Pitch

Small scale camping (preferably in a vehicle) is allowed by your stall but you need to allow for this in your pitch size. There are other camping facilities available at Big Tent (details on page 4). Please note that we may not be able to accommodate all requests for such camping arrangements but will advise accordingly. 
Electricity 

Charges for power supply (+ VAT) are;

· If you require electricity for your pitch you must use the power that is provided on the site. 

· You may not bring your own generator on site for use. 

· Electricity must be ordered in advance using the table above.

· If you do not sign up in advance for electricity, we will not be able to provide this for you on the day. 

· All electrical equipment used on site must have been tested and have a current safety certificate.

· You must bring your own suitably tested cable (minimum length 25 meters) with Ceeform 16 or 32 amp single phase socket as appropriate to hook into the on-site power supply provided.

Tables and chairs

Stall holders can bring their own furniture to the festival. However, we can hire out tables and chairs as follows: 

· 1 trestle table and 2 chairs: £20 (+VAT)
· Additional tables/chairs - £5 (+VAT) per item

· We will not be able to provide extra tables or chairs on the day if you do not order in advance. 
Number of staff

Stall holders will receive two weekend tickets as part of their pitch price. Please note that this does not include camping (details of camping tickets are below). As well as 2 weekend tickets provided free of charge for each application, a further 2 weekend staff tickets are available at a discounted rate (see form on page 6).  

Children under 16 go free – maximum of two per adult. We need to know how many children are coming so include those in the form on page 7. CAMPING FACILITIES
Exhibitors/traders are welcome to camp at Big Tent. 

We have found that many of our exhibitors/traders are local and do not require camping facilities. Our stall price therefore reflects this but we are able to offer a heavily discounted camping rate to those wishing to camp. 

There are three camping fields at Big Tent – the family orientated quiet campsite (includes showers), another family orientated campsite (no showers) or the general campsite (no showers). The latter two campsites are situated next to each other whilst the quieter campsite is set apart.
To claim your discounted camping, you will need to book it in advance at the time of your stall booking. 
Prices: 
· Quiet family campsite with showers - price for traders:  £60 per 5mX5m pitch for whole weekend
· Family campsite with no showers - price for traders: £50 per 5mX5m pitch for whole weekend
· General campsite pitch - price for traders: £50 per 3mX3m pitch for whole weekend 
CAR PARKING FACILITIES

Big Tent has a limited car park dedicated to exhibitor/trader. We aim to allocate at least one space in this car park to each exhibitor/trader. This car park is near to the site. Once spaces have been allocated to the car park, exhibitors will be allocated spaces in the general car park. Regardless of car park, exhibitors will receive two free car parking spaces. Other spaces will need to be purchased. If you are not in possession of an exhibitor’s car parking ticket you will be charged the full car parking price which is non refundable. 

REFUNDS

If you are unable to attend and require a refund, we are able to offer the following refunds: 

100 days before the event – 100% refund

50 days before the event – 50% refund

25 days before the event – 25% refund

Any time after that – no refund.
